Just this week, we learned that five of our seniors have been admitted to the University of Florida. Other
notable institutions that have extended admissions invitations to our seniors include: Auburn, College of
Charleston, Arizona State, North Carolina State, and Berry College. In addition, seniors have been admit-
ted to in-state schools such as Florida State University, Jacksonville State, University Central Florida, Univer-
sity West Florida, Florida Southern, Warner, and the University of Tampa.

Amanda Zachar (Earth and Planetary Science) and Hannah Olive (Environmental Management) placed sec-
ond in their specific categories and Whitney Oakley (Engineering) placed third. Whitney also received the
Florida Association of Science Teachers Award and Chase Benoist received the John and Olga Slaboda
Memorial Award.
